If you require the services of an interpreter, we can contact Fife Community
Interpreting Services and arrangements can be made for an interpreter to
attend your appointment or we can facilitate an online web service (Microsoft
Teams).

If you are attending an appointment and plan to bring children with you, please
note that legislation states that our staff are not able to supervise them during

your time in the treatment room. Also, dogs get very hot when leftin cars in the
warmer weather, so perhaps it would be best to leave them at home.
